3-5 traineeships will be target for delegates in the summer. Through these physical exchanges, delegates will experience how AIESEC exchange can help in changing attitude. Their willingness to go on a physical exchange can serve as an indicator.  
After the project, a number of delegates will go on the physical exchange. The teams will have to track their own progress and finally they will be evaluated at the beginning of the fall semester of 1999.
